Replacing the Gasket

If a sprinkler is being replaced six months or more after initial installation, Tyco recommends replacing the gasket inside
the Rapid Seal Adapter or replacing the entire fitting. A Gasket Removal Pick (P/N 3061), Gasket Replacement Tool (P/N
3060), and Replacement Gaskets (P/N 3062 - gty. 10) are available from Tyco for use with the Rapid Seal Adapter.
